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“My Little’s guardian expects me to talk to my Little
about certain topics that I am not comfortable with.
What should I do?”

It's understandable that a guardian will ask you to have certain
talks with your Little. The parent might already regard you as a
support to him/her and the Little and they might ask you for help.
Rule of thumb: If you are not comfortable with the topic, let the
parent know. Think about it for a few days, and see if you can talk
about it, but you need to be honest with the guardian and let
him /her know right away if you can’t. You can even discuss it with
the guardian and ask his/her opinion on how to approach the
subject with the Little. The trust between you and your Little might
be challenged here but then again if you think and feel that your
Little’s safety is in question then it is your responsibility to inform
the parent. There really is no black and white answer to this
question. The important thing to remember is your Caseworker is
always there if this kind of situation arises.
